Oct. 6 - Notre Dame de Namur senior
Arturo Huezo (South San Francisco, CA/
South San Francisco) finished third in the
Division II portion of the Pepperdine Invi-
tational on Saturday, Oct. 4, to claim the
Pacific West Conference Men’s Cross
Country Runner of the Week award.
Huezo completed the 8K race in a time of
26:41.20 to lead the Argos to a second-place
finish.

Sept. 29 - BYU-Hawaii junior Thomas
Rivers Puzey (Hermiston, OR/Hermiston)
won the 2008 BYU-Hawaii Invitational on
Saturday, Sept. 27, to claim the Pacific
West Conference Men’s Cross Country
Runner of the Week award. Puzey cap-
tured the 5K race in a time of 16:03 to lead
the Seasiders by Chaminade 15-63. BYU-
