Past Players of the Week

Dixie State rookie forward Brandi Barrett already
making waves as Rebels split opening two games

QUEEN CREEK, AZ -  Both Dixie State and Grand Canyon kicked off
2007-08 with victories on Friday night before getting beat on Saturday.

The Rebels used a 17.0 points-per-game average from junior forward Jes-
sica Carver (Layton, UT/Layton) to split a pair of games at Eastern New Mexico.
She also blocked five shots in the two contests.

Dixie State rookie forward Brandi Barrett (Hurricane, UT/Hurricane) hit
9 of 13 field goal attempts for a 69.2% shooting rate over the weekend, while the
freshman also collected 17 boards for an 8.5 rpg. mark.

Even though NDNU dropped both of its matches to start the year, the Argos
saw senior Corazon Riley (Antioch, CA/Antioch) average 12.0 points per game.
She drilled six three-pointers giving her the top spot in the PacWest in three-
point field goals made per game (3.00).

Riley actually shares that honor with BYU-Hawai‘i  freshman guard Richelle
Fenenbock (Coeur d’Alene, ID/Lake City) who dropped a half-dozen during
the Seasiders first two games. BYU-Hawai‘i also is 0-2 on the season.

Both Fenenbock and Riley are 6 for 10 from beyond the arc and rank second
in the league in three-point shooting (.600), while NDNU junior point guard
Marianne Bautista (Stockton, CA/Lincoln) is first with a .667 mark (2 for 3).

Argo sophomore forward Jennifer Dreessen (Danville, CA/San Ramon
Valley) is averaging 8.0 boards per game to rank second in the PacWest with
Grand Canyon sophomore forward Stacey Haddow (Chino Valley, AZ/Chino
Valley).

Chaminade and Hawai‘i Hilo  square off in a non-league contest on Mon-
day night to kickoff their 2007-08 seasons.
